A History of the Star *

The Milford Knob from Broad Street, circa 1843.

A The Milford Knob has had commemorative displays since the Civil War era;
the annual illuminated display began nearly a century ago, in the 1930s

d The Star was lit during the winter holiday season and to commemorate
momentous occasions and events (U.S. Bicentennial in 1976, after 9/11
terrorist attacks, etc.)

A The Star was removed by NPS in 2017, over community opposition, with no
persuasive explanation as to why it was removed

[ NPS commissioned a study that documented The Knob and The Star’s
importance and history as a cultural and community resource

A NPS applied to the PA State Historic Preservation Office (SHIPO) for
determination of eligibility for The Knob and The Star to be listed on the
National Register of Historic Places, which was not accepted by SHIPO
